 Washington Synopsis

· Abundance is estimated for Wind River using index area redd counts.  Productivity and spatial distribution are dependent upon accuracy of redd index surveys.  Smolts are trapped in the Wind River and white Salmon River.  Diversity is dependent upon carcass information and smolt traps.  Some baseline DNA data is taken.  Funding is for the most part dependent upon BPA #199801900.  

Oregon Synopsis

· Oregon has employed GRTS adult spawner surveys for its Upper and Lower Gorge watersheds and GRTS-based snorkel surveys for juveniles for the area comprised of the Cascade strata and Upper and Lower Gorge watersheds.   The GRTS approach is providing abundance, productivity, and spatial distribution with known precision.  Smolts are trapped in one watershed in the Hood River to determine marine survival.  Funding is based upon Oregon Lottery and BPA.  Oregon Lottery money could be at risk given current budget crisis in Oregon.

Analysis of Current Monitoring Contracts

Wind River Watershed Restoration This project is a continuation of the 2001-2006 Wind River project. The project involves continued monitoring of fish populations,  project effectiveness, restoration work, public involvement, and technical assistance to landowners. Continue to maintain network of 10 continuous temperature measurement loggers located throughout the Wind River basin.  O. mykiss (juvenile steelhead/rainbow trout) and juvenile chinook salmon will be collected in mainstem sections and in all primary tributaries accessible to anadromous fish.   PIT tag 3,500 O. mykiss (steelhead parr/rainbow trout) and juvenile chinook each year.  Analyze adult and juvenile trap data, seine, creel, and survey data.  Install 4 screw traps and close the adult trap in June.  $333,333/yr 
WDFW contract BPA #199801900 is critical for obtaining any information about Gorge coho populations in Washington.
