	Review and Approve Agenda

	Discussion:
	The group reviewed the agenda for today’s meeting.  One additional item was added for the Lamprey Technical Work Group (LTWG) to discuss a request by USFWS for prioritization of information most needed to assist or inform lamprey conservation.

	ACTION:
	The agenda was approved with the single addition for discussion with the LTWG.

	ITEM 2:
	Update on Regional Issues 

	Discussion:
	Tom Iverson provided a brief update on the FY 2004 Budget and the FY 2005 Start of Year Budget.  For summaries of these topics please see the August 24, 2004 MMG action notes.  The group also discussed commenting to BPA on the FY 05 SOY budget.  Due to the Council’s new process, the fish and wildlife managers do not have an opportunity to review and comment on the fish and wildlife program budget.  

	
	The group discussed the matter of the Fish Passage Center.  In the Council’s SOY budget, they noted that the FPC budget would be a placeholder.  We could not remember this being discussed at the meeting where the Council approved the budget, but somehow it appears to have been added to their final recommendation to BPA.  The group discussed the last Fish Passage Oversight Board meeting and the approval of the operations and budget by the Board.

	ITEM 3:
	Approve Lamprey Technical Work Group Document

	Discussion:
	In response to a request by the USFWS, the Lamprey Technical Work Group (LTWG) developed a document titled “Passage Considerations for Pacific Lamprey”.  The summary of passage considerations for Pacific lamprey was developed in response to concerns raised regarding the passage of both adult and juvenile lamprey through culverts.  The initial request was for specific design criteria; however, as the paper makes clear, the information gaps are too great to allow specific design criteria at this time.  Pete suggested adding language to that affect in the purpose section of the paper.  Other suggestions were provided by Dave.  Mary Moser, a primary author, will incorporate the suggestions by the AFC and send Tom a copy of a final report prior to the next MMG meeting.

	ACTION:
	The AFC approved forwarding the document titled “Passage Considerations for Pacific Lamprey”, with the suggested modifications, to the MMG for CBFWA endorsement.

	ITEM 4:
	USFWS Request For Lamprey Technical Work Group Prioritization of Needs

	Discussion:
	Pete received a request from Vicki Finn, USFWS, for the LTWG to prioritize, from a technical perspective, what information is most needed to assist or inform in lamprey conservation.  This information would be most useful for a lamprey summit scheduled for October 22, 2004 in Portland.  The LTWG suggested that it is unlikely that they could provide a prioritized list of needs in that time frame; however, the updated Lamprey Program Summary available on the LTWG web page identifies most of the current needs for lamprey.  Jen Stone will contact Vicki to clarify the request to determine if there is more that the LTWG can provide prior to the summit.
