	Northwest Power and Conservation Council’s “Columbia River Basin Research Plan” - Review and Develop Comments
On October 1, 2004, the Northwest Power and Conservation Council (NPCC) released the “Draft Columbia River Basin Research Plan” (link available at  http://www.nwcouncil.org/library/2004/2004-13.htm) for review by interested parties. The NPCC indicated that the plan is intended to guide development of a research program under the NPCC’s Fish and Wildlife Program and to coordinate with other research programs in the region. The plan includes recommendations for research funded through the Fish and Wildlife Program and collaboration with other entities. During the October 28, 2004, Members Management Group (MMG) meeting, participants discussed whether the Columbia Basin Fish and Wildlife Authority should provide comments relative to the NPCC’s research plan. The MMG agreed that a CBFWA review is essential and that the most constructive approach for integrating the information would be through meetings with the NPCC staff. 
Anadromous Fish Committee (AFC) participants are requested to review the Columbia River Basin Research Plan and submit their comments and recommendations to Neil Ward at neil.ward@cbfwa.org no later than 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, November 17, 2004.
