	Summary of NPCC’s FY2007-2009 Project Solicitation: Mainstem/Systemwide Proposals


The Anadromous Fish Advisory Committee will be discussing the project review process for Mainstem/Systemwide proposals under Agenda Item 3 at the February 2, 2006 meeting.

The Northwest Power and Conservation Council (NPCC) received a total of 114 proposals that have been initially assigned to the Mainstem/Systemwide “province” for a total of $71.3 million (Table 1).  The projects were divided among 5 Program categories (Tables 2-6).  The process for reviewing and prioritizing these projects is currently under development.  NPCC staff and BPA staff will be outlining priorities for the Program categories as defined by the Fish and Wildlife Program and the FCRPS Biological Opinion Implementation Plan.  In presenting the concept for the review process with us, the Council staff has asked how CBFWA members can participate to provide the recommendations of the fish and wildlife managers on Program priorities.  At this time, CBFWA Members have not determined how CBFWA will participate in the project review process.  The review of Mainstem/Systemwide projects has historically been performed by the Anadromous Fish Committee.
