	Approve Action Notes From December 10, 2007 AFAC Meeting
Even though we had a lot of AFAC activity during the first part of 2008 (AHA workshops), we haven’t had an official AFAC meeting since December.

	ITEM 2:
	Assignment from MAG linking Subbasin Objectives to Basinwide Goals
On their May 7 teleconference, the Members directed the AFAC to “develop linkages between the population (subbasin) level objectives and the programmatic level objectives contained within the Program.  The AFAC would report to MAG on May 20th and then on to the Members for consideration on June 4th to comment to the NPCC.”

Deferring the AFAC meeting until June 5 poses a problem with the timely completion of this assignment.  To that end, Dave Ward has drafted and distributed a start to this assignment.  The draft is a spreadsheet that includes, for each subbasin/species, columns for natural spawner, broodstock, and harvest objectives, as well as a column for estimated mortality during upstream migration between Bonneville Dam and subbasin of origin.  These values are totaled to derive an estimate of the numbers of fish at Bonneville Dam needed to achieve subbasin objectives.
Because the assignment is due to be completed for the June 4th Members meeting, the AFAC needs to review and revise the draft spreadsheet before then.  Each AFAC member should review the information for their subbasins and send revisions to Dave Ward by May 30th.
