	Update on Lamprey Technical Work Group

	
	Dave Ward provided an update on current activities of the Columbia River Basin Lamprey Technical Work Group (LTWG). The LTWG is nearing completion of a draft review paper on lamprey translocation.  Final comments from within the LTWG are due to Dave by December 18.  Dave will incorporate any final comments, finish up some minor work on figures and tables, and distribute the draft to AFAC during the first week of 2010.  AFAC members should review and comment on the paper by January 29, 2010.

Dave also updated the AFAC on progress the LTWG has made on developing metrics and standards for lamprey passage at dams.  Phase I of the assignment, describing various metrics being used, is nearly complete.   Final comments from within the LTWG are due to Dave by December 18.  Dave will incorporate any final comments and distribute the draft Phase I to AFAC during the first week of 2010.  AFAC members should review and comment on the paper by January 29, 2010.

Work on Phase II, selecting metrics that are measurable and relevant has begun. A draft product is expected in early 2010.  Phase III, developing standards for the chosen metrics will be a lengthy process (years).

	Role of the AFAC in the New CBFWA Work Plan

	Discussion:
	Brian Lipscomb provided an overview of the new CBFWA 2010-2014 Strategic Work Plan, which includes three policy directives developed by the Members and CBFWA staff.  The Members are scheduled to review the strategic plan on January 6, 2010.

The first policy directive provides general guidance for work to be done by the technical committees.  An attachment to the Strategic Plan includes a draft series of deliverables and tasks for the committees.

The AFAC reviewed and discussed the draft set of tasks.  After considerable and in-depth discussion the AFAC gave general approval to a set of tasks for the AFAC and the LTWG involving monitoring and reporting.  Insufficient time was available to provide adequate review and comment on tasks associated with strategies for restoring and mitigating anadromous fish populations (habitat, hatchery, and hydro).  The AFAC agreed to meet again on December 21, 2009 to provide final input to the list of tasks.
