	Role of the AFAC in the New CBFWA Work Plan

	Discussion:
	The purpose of this teleconference was to provide final input to the tasks in the new CBFWA work plan that are pertinent to the AFAC.  
The AFAC reviewed the draft list of tasks developed during the December 15, 2009 teleconference that involved monitoring and reporting. Some modifications were made.  

The AFAC then discussed tasks associated with strategies for restoring and mitigating anadromous fish populations (habitat, hatchery, and hydro).  Tasks addressing habitat were modified relatively extensively.  Tasks addressing hatcheries received only minor modifications.  Tasks addressing hydro were actually more pertinent to the FPAC.  The AFAC recommended that the FPAC be given a chance to review these tasks.
