Please note that an important meeting will be held this Friday, January 28, 2005 from 9:00 AM until 3:00 PM to hear estimates of future fish and wildlife costs for the “Direct Funding Agreements” (a.k.a. “Reimbursables”) and the “Capital Investments” portions of BPA’s F&W budget. Hopefully, representatives of the fish and wildlife managers will present estimates of budgets needed to continue the current F&W Program, fund the requirements of the Biological Opinions, and implement the draft subbasin plans.
