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CURRENT STATUS OF THE FOLLOWING ISSUES: (These issues are updates or links to information for your information.)
UCUT Proposal – The UCUT’s will present their proposal to the MMG at the June 28, 2005 MMG Meeting.
FY 2006 Project Funding – Project sponsor comments on FY 2006 project budget levels are due to NPCC on May 20, 2005.  The Council and BPA staff will review the comments and prepare a FY 2006 Start of Year Budget for the July Fish and Wildlife Committee Meeting.  The full budget will be presented to the Full Council in August.  The Budget Oversight Group are developing a draft process for within-year budget modification requests for FY 2006 to be adopted with the SOY budget.

All-H Project for Biological Objectives – CBFWA staff will be organizing local workshops in the Walla Walla and Imnaha subbasins to test run the All-H Analyzer tool.  It is expected that the co-managers will discuss resident fish objectives at these workshops as well.  CBFWA staff is also posting a web page on the CBFWA web site to track progress of the Council staff’s effort to implement the AHA tool in the Basin.  

Fourth Annual Report to the NW Governors on Expenditures of the BPA to Implement the Columbia River Basin Fish and Wildlife Program of the NPCC, 1978-2003 –The NPCC is seeking comments by May 6, 2005.  The report is available on the Council’s webpage at http://www.nwcouncil.org/library/2005/2005-5.htm. The report provides an in-depth accounting and assessment of the BPA Fish and Wildlife expenditures. The report also summarizes historical documentation on past expenditures and includes information on Columbia River fish runs and fisheries.

F&W Cost Estimates for the BPA Rate Case Cost Report – The Kalispel, Coeur d’Alene, Spokane, Colville, and Kootenai Tribes objected and the NOAA Fisheries and USFWS abstained  to the Rate Case Cost Report: An Analysis for Future Fish and Wildlife Budget Needs in Support of the BPA Rate Case for FY 2007-2009 that had been sent out for Members consent mail approval.  Since there is no consensus on the Rate Case Analysis, no further CBFWA action will be taken.  Staff appreciates all the time and effort that the CBFWA Members put into this material and even though we were unable to reach consensus, individual members are free to use the material to develop their comments should they so choose.  
F&W Cost Estimates for the BPA Rate Case Letters - The NOAA Fisheries and USFWS abstained and the finalized letter was presented at the 3/16/05 NPCC meeting. Review the 3/16/05 CBFWA letter to BPA and NPCC and the 4/22/05 BPA’s Response letter and Enclosure at http://www.cbfwa.org/committees/Documents.cfm?CommShort=Members under documents. 

BPA Power Function Review: The review will provide interested parties with opportunities to examine, understand and provide input on the cost projections that will form the basis for the FY 2007-09 wholesale power rate case. A public comment period will be open January 25, 2005 through May 20, 2005. Technical workshops, management discussions and regional public meetings have been scheduled throughout January - April. Fish Passage Center – At the FPC 4/7/05 teleconference the group discussed what the FPC should do regarding the nature of the data auditing report on staffing and cost to be submitted to the NPCC.  FPAC has approved a draft letter to NPCC. Linked at http://www.cbfwa.org/committees/Meetings.cfm?CommShort=MMG&meeting=all.
CBFWA Executive Director - Qualified candidates were notified and interviews were scheduled for 4/21&22/05.  An Executive Session meeting is scheduled for May 25, 2005 to review the 5/13/05 Selection Committees’ recommendations and select the CBFWA Executive Director. 

Run Status and Harvest Issues: Pete Hassemer is giving updates on fish migration status and the importance of keeping the NPCC F&W Committee updated on harvest and run timing issues.  The Council will sponsor a mini-workshop at their July meeting to discuss an IEAB report on the economic impacts of fishing and the ISAB harvest report.
