	Update on FY 2006 Within Year Budget Adjustment Process/Quarterly Review Process


The Budget Oversight Committee (BOG) met today and reviewed all pending within year project modification requests for the first quarterly review for fiscal year 2006.  All requests were sorted into categories.  Several projects were identified as “Reschedules” and will be directly addressed by BPA under the rules identified in the FY 2006 Budget Tracking and Modification Process.  Other projects were removed from the list because they will be addressed using the FY 2006 UPA placeholder identified in the FY 2006 Start of Year Budget or were non-budgetary requests.  The final list of Expense projects eligible for within year modification is included in Table 1.  One Capital project, Sockeye Salmon Captive Broodstock Program, is not included in the list, but is also a UPA project and will be addressed by BPA.  
BPA will be identifying the available funds to support these requests on January 11, 2005.  Currently, it appears that BPA may identify as much as $2.5 million be made available for these requests, although no formal identification of funds has been made.  BPA and the NPCC will be seeking public comment on which of these projects should be prioritized to fit within the amount of funding identified in early January.  It is anticipated that the NPCC fish and wildlife committee will discuss these projects at their January meeting, and funding decisions will be made by the full Council in February.
CBFWA and our Members should decide if and how they may comment on this subject.
