	Analysis of  07 BPA Wildlife Funding Decisions


The Wildlife Advisory Committee was asked by the MAG to review the final BPA funding decisions for the 2007-2009 periods and compare those decisions to:

1. the manager's recommendations, 

2. the Council recommendations and, 

3. BPA's decisions.

The WAC representatives were asked to provide Nate Pamplin and Ken MacDonald any comments they may have regarding funding decisions for specific projects. Few additional comments were received therefore we summarized the projects by province. The attached spreadsheet, sorted by province, includes the project request, Council recommendation and the BPA decision. We had some difficulty assessing the information because some Capital projects appear to have been included in the Expense budget. Chart 2 displays the Council recommendations and BPA’s decisions by province. 

In summary, 12 projects were funded at 100% of the Council's recommendation; 5 projects were fully funded per Council recommendations in 07 but below the recommended level on 08-09; 5 projects were funded below the Council recommendation; 2 projects were funded by BPA but not recommended by the Council and; 6 projects were funded above the recommended level.

Potential issues: 

· Almost all projects included comment R18; budgets for FY 07, 08, 09 are draft pending the outcome of ongoing regional O&M discussions.

·  Several projects included comment R8 regarding resolution of in lieu issues.

· One project sponsored by the Shoshone Pauite was not funded due to questions regarding BPA responsibility to mitigate above Hells Canyon unless there are affects attributed to Black Canyon, Anderson Ranch, Boise Diversion, Minidoka, or Palisades Reservoirs.
