At the June 25-26, 2008 meeting the Members direct staff and MAG to review rate
case analysis for FY 2010-11, and collect more information to validate IPR and
FYQ09 budget processes and review their findings at the July 15 MAG meeting.
Comments are due to BPA August 18, 2008. The Members directed staff and MAG
to complete this task by the end of July for Members consideration at the August 6
Members Teleconference.

Based on this direction Tom Iverson presented his findings. It appears that the
funding level for the Program may be adequate, depending on the work plan that is
developed to implement both the Program and the budget. The fish and wildlife
agencies and tribes need a better understanding of the planned work for 09-11 to
inform their comments on the draft Fish and Wildlife Program and for the FY2010-
11 BPA Integrated Program Review.

Item 1: The MAG directed CBFWA staff to draft a brief letter to BPA and Council
to collaboratively discuss and develop, based on BPA’s FY08-09 Budget and
individual amendment recommendations and information, a comprehensive work
plan for FY09, FY10, and FY11.

Another issue of concern is with the recent development of MOAs and long term
planning based around the 2008 FCRPS Biological Opinion a new landscape for
collaboration among the statutory authorities Columbia River Basin is being created
and currently the CBFWA members are not a part of those conservations and need to
be included.

Item 2: The MAG directed CBFWA staff to draft a brief letter to BPA and Council
to collaboratively discuss regional coordination to support Program planning,
implementation, and evaluation under a revised F&W Program, the FCRPS
Biological Opinions, the Columbia River Fish Accords, and other agreements.

After a long discussion of the two issues, the MAG agreed to combine the items into
one draft letter to BPA and Council and assigned staff to prepare a draft for review
on July 16, 2008.

The MAG approved the draft letter on July 16 for MAG’s review and comment by
July 22, 2008 and distributed to the Members on July 23, 2008 for review and
approval at the August 6, 2008 Members Teleconference.

At the June 25-26, 2008 meeting the Members directed MAG and staff to contact
and work with Doug Howell, NWF to prepare briefing issue paper for Members
consideration at their August 6, 2008 teleconference.

Brian Lipscomb provided an update from the Summer Members Meeting discussion
on climate change. He referenced the July 15-16, 2008 Northwest Power &
Conservation Council’s agenda item 4: Presentation on the Western Climate
Initiative: Janice Adair, Washington DOE and opened the link in the Council’s
memo to the Western Climate Initiative (WCI) website. Brian reviewed the WCI
upcoming meetings, workshops, and working subcommittees, participants, and
stakeholders. He highlighted that there are no fish and wildlife agencies or Tribes
listed in that organizational structure. The last Stakeholder Workshop prior to WCI's
release of its recommended Draft Design Recommendations on Elements Cap-and-
Trade Program is July 29, 2008. The draft is very broad and lacks detail. Brian
recommended that the fish and wildlife agencies and Tribes should review and
participate in the discussions on the allocations and offsets in the draft. Specifically
engage with your policy representatives, decision makers, and your Governor.

Brian stated that staff is preparing a draft issue paper on the WCI and the Climate
Security Act opportunities for fish and wildlife agencies and Tribes to participate
individually or together. The draft issue paper will address the allocation formula,
opportunities to promote habitat, and offsets. Brian will contact the Federal entities,
Members, Janice Adair, Washington DOE and others for their perspective.
Representatives from CRITFC and CTUIR are participating in the Climate Change
initiative. The Umatilla Tribe and International Institute for Indigenous Resource
Management are hosting the Adaptive Governance and Climate Change workshop
on August 19-20, 2008 in Pendleton, Oregon. Information, agenda, and registration
form are linked at http://www.iiirm.org.

Brian Lipscomb introduced David Stalling from National Wildlife Federation. Dave
Stalling, NWF came to rally support that the final WCI plan meets the 15% reduction
goal and 80% overall reduction of greenhouse gas emissions by the year 2050. The
second priority is to ensure that money is allocated for on-the-ground fish and
wildlife and tribal resources and program planning to adapt to climate changes
