CBFWA Members’ suggestions for new work to be performed by CBWFA - 
1) Monitor Columbia River Basin stakeholder’s publications and messages on fish and wildlife issues in the Columbia River Basin and respond, if necessary, with appropriate statements.
2) Provide outreach and mentoring programs to Columbia River Tribes on fish and wildlife issues and help with strategic planning at the tribal level.
3) Help support and coordinate the development of a system wide hydro model that tracks water as it moves downstream through various hydro operations.
4) Monitor and disseminate information from the Corps of Engineers Anadromous Fish Evaluation Program (AFEP) for better transparency and coordination with the Fish and Wildlife Program.
5) Provide direct support to agencies and Tribes participating in Regional Implementation Oversight Group by housing and maintaining the raw data necessary to support Diagnostic Framework described in the adaptive management section of the Proposed Action and support development of methods for addressing habitat evaluations relative to survival benefits of listed salmon.

� The Adaptive Management section of the current BiOp RPA calls for reporting of performance standards and development of contingencies.  The Regional Implementation Oversight Group may utilize a diagnostic performance framework to assess FCRPS and broader regional progress for listed fish.  The Performance Diagnostic Framework will rely on data that is either currently provided in the Status of the Resource Report (abundance trend, recruit per spawner, lambda, etc.) or was developed for the Agencies and Tribes Amendment recommendations (all H diagnosis possible through the AHA model).





The agency and tribal participants of the RIOG process could suggest that CBFWA be used to house and maintain the data necessary to support future analyses for the Performance Diagnostic Framework.
