a. Abstract

This proposal is submitted by Sovereign Power, Inc., Wellpinit, Washington and Siyeh Development Corporation, a wholly owned company of the Blackfeet Indian Tribe, headquartered in Browning, Montana and their serving cooperative, Glacier Electric Cooperative.  Siyeh Development Corporation owns a V-17 Zond Wind Turbine that has not been operational since July of 2000.  Its average monthly output in its two years of operation was 14,204 kWhs.  Below is described the historical output of the wind turbine.  Siyeh will perform maintenance on the turbine bringing it back to operational status by July 1, 2001.  

Siyeh has agreed to sell the power to Sovereign Power, Inc. for resale to Bonneville, or other interested parties under a 2-year power sales arrangement. Glacier Electric Cooperative, a Bonneville customer, has agreed to monitor power output from the turbine and to account for the power from the turbine in their schedules in a manner that is suitable to Bonneville and Glacier.  We propose that Bonneville purchase this power from Sovereign Power, Inc. at a fair price based on the existing market conditions and the variability of the resource. 

While we are aware that Bonneville does not generally purchase power in small quantities, we believe you may consider this proposal in response to your request for proposals to mitigate, or “offset” the adverse river conditions affecting the hydroelectric system due to the high regional power prices as described in the 2001 Power Emergency ESA Offset Policy.
