Ms. Dally Wilson’s unique combination of facilitation and technical water resource expertise provides great value in projects involving integrated water resource management planning.  She was co-manager of the Forum’s Tri County Water Supply Outlook, a multi-county water supply plan that integrated traditional municipal water supply planning and instream flow issues for threatened species under ESA.  She facilitated the Forum’s Water Supply Planning Committee as part of the Outlook process.  She was also involved in forming stakeholder work groups to engage diverse interests in the planning process.  She is familiar with the challenges of working with multi-stakeholder groups to coordinate water supply planning and promote environmental stewardship and the efficient use of water resources.
